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Grant Improves Water System in Village of Mt. Victory 
 

The village of Mt. Victory (Hardin County) will receive a grant to improve the village water system. 
The grant is from the Community Development Block Grant, Residential Public Infrastructure

The village will receive a $500,000 grant to replace approximately 12,000 linear feet of waterline and 
install 250 water meters. The project will benefit 222 households in the area.
